Pupil Premium and Free School Meals for pupils aged 2 to 16 years

The Department of Education (DfE) currently pays schools a Pupil Premium for each child where parents/carers are claiming
certain benefits or if the child is ceased to be looked after even for a day. The amount can be between £300 and £1900 per
child, depending on the individual child circumstances. In addition some children may also be eligible for Free School Meals.

Schools use the funding to provide additional education help even for those children
aged 4 to 7 years who are already receive the governments Universal Free School Meal
